TENNIS COURT RULES:
The MCHOA Board would like to remind everyone of the rules for using the tennis courts.  Tennis Court entry will not be allowed to any homeowner that may have unpaid dues and/or assessments/liens on the property or any covenant, tennis and/or pool violations.
New Homeowners & Replacement cards – Swipe Card form must be completed & returned to receive a key card
· The courts are for homeowners/authorized tenants & guests playing tennis. The courts are Not be used for any other purpose as it damages the surface.  Parents do not let your children play on the courts, unless they are accompanied by an adult and they are there for the purpose of playing tennis

· Please do not hang, stand, pull, etc. on the nets

· Homeowners must accompany their guests & remain with them while using the facility

· There is absolutely No bicycles, skateboards, scooters, roller blades, roller skates, strollers, or any other toys allowed on the courts

· Pets are Not allowed on the courts or around the courts, playground or other common areas

· As we do not have an “attendant” at the tennis courts, please make sure you clean up after yourself.  If you see that the trash cans are full, please help by emptying the cans in the receptacles’ inside the pool area. 

· No smoking/tobacco products or glass allowed in the tennis courts

· During severe weather, if thunder is heard, please exit the courts for a period of 15 min, after the     last thunder is heard. In the event of lightning, please exit the courts for a period of 30 min, after the last sighting.
You will need your swipe card the gain access and exiting of the courts.  As a reminder, please do not hold the gate open for any person not playing tennis with you**.  There is an emergency button located on the gate.  This button is not to be used as a means to enter or exit the courts.  Every time the button is used it sends an emergency alert. Do not use unless in case of an emergency.  Any other use of this button will result in the deactivation of your family’s swipe card.  Courts are monitored with security cameras.
Tennis Court Hours:   7AM – 10PM Daily  
 Any misuse of the tennis courts will result in a $250.00 fine plus the cost of repairs.

**“There are several homeowners in the community who owe past due assessments to the Association.  As a result of their delinquency, the Association has suspended their right to use the recreational facilities within the community.  These individuals will, therefore, be unable to use the pool or tennis courts as their access cards have been deactivated.  If you are at the pool or tennis courts and someone asks you to give them access, please do not do so as it is quite possible that these persons may be members of a delinquent household or may not reside in the community.  If you allow them to enter the facilities and surrounding area, they will be trespassing on the Association’s property, which action may be subject to further enforcement action by the Association.  If a homeowner has lost his/her access card, he/she should contact the Association’s Board of Directors/Property Manager directly for a replacement card.”
